The senior NCO Orchestras, Main and Under 13s, perform at prestigious venues across the country, while the Main Orchestra also tours abroad and, most recently, has performed in China and Italy to wide acclaim.  Such tours provide amazing opportunities for both the children and the orchestra; and the benefits are not only musical but also social, providing these talented children with the opportunity to meet their counter-parts in other countries who also share a love and passion for music.

2008 marked the 30th Anniversary of the NCO and was celebrated with a gala concert in Birmingham Symphony Hall, at which all five orchestras performed.  NCO aims to raise £350,000this year to ensure the future of NCO for the classical musicians of the future.
